	Purpose

	NHS Nottingham and Nottinghamshire ICB is required to protect the funds it administers.  It may share information provided to it with other bodies responsible for: auditing, or administering public funds, or when undertaking a public function, in order to prevent or detect fraud. 
We participate in the Cabinet Office’s National Fraud Initiative: a data matching exercise to assist in the prevention and detection of fraud

	Type of Information


	Identifiable: Personal (such as name, address, NI number, Date of birth). The information provided relates to payments made to individuals, either through the ICB payroll or the ICB payments system including where suppliers are sole traders or individuals. 

	How we will collect and use the Information
	The information will be provided by our third-party provider, which is NHS Shared Business Services, for both the payroll and the payments information.  This will be submitted to the Cabinet Office electronically. Computerised data matching allows potentially fraudulent claims and payments to be identified. Where a match is found it may indicate that there is an inconsistency which requires further investigation. No assumption can be made as to whether there is fraud, error or other explanation until an investigation is carried out.
All bodies participating in the Cabinet Office's data matching exercises receive a report of matches that they should investigate, so as to detect instances of fraud, over- or under-payments and other errors, to take remedial action and update their records accordingly.
Data matching by the Cabinet Office is subject to a Code of Practice.

	Who we will share the information with.




	We are required to provide particular sets of data to the Minister for the Cabinet Office for matching for each exercise. 
We may also share information with the NHS Counter Fraud authority where fraud is suspected/detected. 360 Assurance provide our local counter fraud service.
